Citizens Education

Project Title: “Your Rights in the Police Treatment

In March 2005, Roma Rights Forum”ARKA” was chosen as a NGO
whose main mission is the protection and promotion of human rights
and basic freedoms to implement “Your Rights in Police Treatment”
a project realized through an informative campaign in Kumanovo
and Lipkovo regions. The Lead organization in the project realization
was ARKA with cooperative support by other two organizations
involved in the same project.

Activities

This project was under support of OSCE Mission to Macedonia.
The project conducted ten (10) in formative workshops in :
Kumanovo, Opae,

Lopate, Lipkovo, Vaksince, Sopot, Nikustak, Matejce, Otjla and Ara
cinovo. The project has had great access by the local

population through the educative workshops.

2.Project Goals:

Education for citizens about their rights and obligations in police
treatment helping them increase their knowledge level about their
own human rights and relevant legal mechanisms in police abuse.

3.Activities :

The project activities were divided in three (3) key phases:

Phase 1: Preparatory Phase
-Phase 2: Project Implementation
-Phase 3: Evaluation

4.Expected Results :

-Increased awareness of the citizens about their rights and
obligations through police treatment;

-Improved relations between citizens and police officials;




Refugees, seekers of asylum and people without citizenship

Project Title: Legal office for protection of refugees, seekers of asylum
and people without citizenship

Project Beneficiaries: Refugees from Kosovo and people without citi
zenship

Activities: In 2005, “Roma Rights Forum ARKA” through the project
implementation has provided free legal help to refugees who live in the
Republic of Macedonia as well as people without their citizenship.

ARKA members, together with the law office in the organization, have
been working on an individual basis with all potential applicants for
citizenship in providing financial and legal help, especially for applicants
who fulfilled the terms of Article 14 in the Law on Citizenship.

Project results: Through project implementation ARKA provided free
legal and financial help to 399 people without citizenship. For some, the
process of obtaining citizenship is finished. The rest of the cases are in
process. As a result of ARKA's activities we realized the need to continue
helping individuals and families in collecting documentation as a basis of
obtaining other human rights.

In 2005, ARKA with financial support from UNHCR, provided free legal
help to refugees in resolving their citizenship status as well as providing
and delivering humanitarian aid (hygienic packets) and New Years gifts
to the children of the displaced families in Kumanovo.

Project Title: Project for Acquiring Citizenship for Roma

Project Timeframe : April 01, 2005- February 28, 2006.

Project Goals and Objectives : Reducing number of Roma people who
are without citizenship in Macedonia.

Target Group : Roma settlements and Roma individuals who need to
legalize their residence or to become citizens in the Republic of
Macedonia.

Activities : In 2005, RRF"ARKA” with financial help by ABA/CEELI , made
efforts to provide help to the Roma population to become citizens of the
Republic of Macedonia. With Amendments and additions to the Law on
Citizenship it was temporarily easier under Article 14 to acquire
citizenship. This Amendment expired on March 02, 2006.

ARKA members together with the project staff of ABA/CEELI worked
intensively with the project beneficiaries. They worked separately with
